
DOCUMENT CHECKLIST: 

 

 

YOU CAN ONLY FILL OUT FORM-6A (APPLICATION), IF: 

 

� You are an Indian citizen living outside of India  

� You were born before January 1, 1992 (if you are applying in the year 2011) 

� Your Indian passport has an Indian address 

 
WHAT YOU NEED TO ATTACH WITH YOUR APPLICATION?     
 

� One recent coloured passport size picture that has a light background (preferably 

white) showing your full face. The picture should be pasted (not stapled) on the first 

page of the application (Form 6A). 

 

� If you are mailing your application to the ERO, please make sure that you photocopy 

the below pages from your passport and sign ALL photocopied pages (this process is 

known as duly self attesting). 

 

� Page that has your picture  

� Page that has your particulars (your name, DOB and other)  

� Page that has your parents name  

� Page that has your Indian address  

� Page with your current foreign country VISA 

� Pages with your immigration stamps  

 

� Make sure that your signatures on the photocopies match the signature on your 

passport. If your signatures do not match or if you forget to sign any page, your 

application will be rejected.  

 

� If you are submitting your application in person, you must take your original passport 

along with photocopies of the below pages from your passport (you do not need to 

sign the photocopies):  

 

� Page that has your picture  

� Page that has your particulars (your name, DOB and other)  

� Page that has your parents name  

� Page that has your Indian address  

� Page with your current foreign country VISA 

� Pages with your immigration stamps

WHERE SHOULD YOU SUBMIT THE COMPLETED APPLICATION (FORM-6A) 

 

� The application can be submitted in person to the Electoral Registration officer (ERO) 

of your constituency. You may locate your ERO officer name, phone number and 

address on the website of www.ceopunjab.nic.in for Punjab and Election Commission 

of India http://eci.gov.nic.in for all India. 

 

� If you are mailing in your application, please courier your application to the Electoral 

Registration officer (ERO) of your constituency. You may look up your ERO officer’s 

name, phone number and address on www.ceopunjab.nic.in (for Punjab) and 

http://eci.gov.nic.in (for all India).  

 

� Make sure that you are using a courier company in which you can track your package 

and request a signature of the person that receives your package in India. 

 

WHERE DO I VOTE AND WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING WITH ME IN ORDER TO VOTE?  

 

• You need to be physically present in India at your constituency in order to vote.  

• You need to bring your original passport at the time of voting 

• You can only vote once the ERO has verified your application.
